A Tedesco et al. (1974) describe clindamycin
colitis

“serious colitis” following administration of clinda-
mycin is in the range of one in' 50,000 to one in
100,000. This information is in striking contrast
with a prospective study’ of 200 patients in hos-
pitals who were given clindamycin for various
reasons. In that study, diarrhea (21 percent) and
pseudomembranous colitis (10 percent) were fre-
quently found.
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
